Our home page periodically 
has image changes on the right hand side of the page; however, the buttons on the left hand side of the 
page will remain the same.  Images on the right hand side of the page are clickable to bring you to a 
particular page within the website regarding the details on the image.

League/Camp/Clinic/Travel Team/Other Event Details 
If you are looking for details on an event, click the Register button on the left hand side of the page.  
Depending on the time of year, the page will either default to Upcoming or Current events.  Notice the 
“clickable tab” options for Upcoming and Current.  See the following image:

Navigating the Lacrosse Northwest Website

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Upcoming Events (Figure 2) 
If are looking for an event that is happening in the future, be sure to click the Upcoming tab if it is not 
already selected (Figure 2).  Once you find an applicable even on the menu of options, click your desired 
link to see details regarding that event.  Be sure to scroll all the way to the bottom of the page to view 
everything about the event.   
 
Current Events (Figures 2 & 3) 
If the event you have registered and paid for has already begun, be sure to click the Current tab (Figure 2) 
if it is not already selected.  Scroll to find the link to your event and click to see details regarding that event 
including rosters, schedule, and location.  Be sure to scroll all the way to the bottom of the page to view 
everything about the event.  (See Figure 3 for roster, schedule, and location example)

First time playing with Lacrosse Northwest?  (Figures 4,5, & 6) 
To set up a new user account, click the NEW USER button (Figure 4).  Before a player can register for a 
event, a user account must be established.  When adding a new user account, the person administering 
the account should be the user.  For example, if a parent is signing up a child to play in an event, the 
parent should be the user (Figure 5).  Once the user information is added and saved, the user can add a 
player under the same screen (Figure 6).  Once the player information has been added, click the Register 
button.  Adding family members within one user account, guarantees a second family member discounted 
registration.  Be sure all player information is accurately filled out as Lacrosse Northwest uses this 
information to make rosters.

Adding an Additional Player or Editing User/Player Info 
Once a user is logged into an account, a new player can be added to that account by clicking the MY 
ACCOUNT button at the top of the website.  Click the Add a player to your account button to begin 
adding your new player (Figure 7).

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How to Register for an Event 
New Users (Players) 
If you are a new user, you must first set up a “New User” account according to the previous instructions.  
Once you have set up your user account with player profile information, you are ready to register for an 
event.  At this point, you can follow the directions in the Existing Users (Players) section below. 
 
Existing Users (Players) (Figures 7, 8, 9, 10) 
Before registering for your desired event, click the LOGIN button at the top of the home page.  The user 
can then click the Register button on the left hand side of the page.  Find the link to your desired event and 
click the Register button to the right of the link.  If the button is missing, the event has been closed (Figure 
7).  You will now be following Steps 2, 3, & 4 of the Registration process (Figures 8, 9, 10).  Be sure to read 
through the screens thoroughly as you proceed. We are a secure website.

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Event Schedules (Figures 12 & 13) 
Estimated dates and times can be found under the details page of a specific event (Figure 12).  At any 
given time, you can click the Register button on the left hand side of the Lacrosse Northwest Website, find 
your desired click the link, and scroll the entire page to see the information.

Finding a Player’s Roster (Figure 14) 
The easiest way to see which roster you or your player is on is to log into the Lacrosse Northwest Website.  
Click the MY ACCOUNT button at the top of the screen.  Click the player’s name under Player Info.  The 
player will see the team listed under the event name.  Any blue text is clickable.  To view the entire roster, 
click the team name (Figure 14).  To go back to view all rosters or to see the schedule, click the event 
name (i.e. league name).

Forgot my Password 
The user name is the e-mail address set up under the user account.  To have an e-mail sent to you to re-
set your password, click the Forgot your password? button after clicking the LOGIN button at the top of 
the screen.  
 
Directions to Your Event 
If your event location shows in blue text on the website, click the text to be brought to a screen where you 
can find directions. 
 
Registering the Day of/At the Event 
If an event has room for more participants, the participant may download a registration form from the 
Downloads section of the website on the left hand side of the page.  The participant should bring the form 
(signed by a legal guardian if under the age of 18) with a check payable to Lacrosse Northwest for the 
event fee. 
 
Drop-ins 
Drop-ins are allowed up to a maximum of three times per league for leagues that have not reached 
maximum capacity.  If a league is full, a player may attempt a drop-in the day of play.  It will be up to the 
discretion of onsite staff and only if a player on that event’s roster is absent.  The participant should bring 
downloadable registration form (signed by a legal guardian if under the age of 18) with a check payable to 
Lacrosse Northwest for the drop-in fee of $15.00.  The form can be found under the Downloads section of 
the website.
